1994, Andy Myler retired from Bray Wanderers at the end of the 2008 season.  He scored a total 
of 133 League of Ireland career goals. 

➢ Then, at the age of 37, Andy made his debut for VEC FC on 14th January 2012, playing the full game 
in the 2-2 draw against Strand Utd. in the UCFL Premier Division in Terenure. 

➢ Andy was a key member of the squad in the 2015-2016 remarkable and historic season where VEC 
were quadruple winners, winning the UCFL Premier Division, Challenge Cup, Richard Knight Cup 
and Barton Shield. 

➢ Then, in addition to winning the UCFL Premier Division in the 2016-2017 season, Andy was in the 
double-winning squad that won the UCFL Premier Division and the Challenge Cup in 2018-2019. 

       

In summary, Andy’s haul of silverware in his 9 seasons with VEC FC reads as follows: 

➢ 3 x UCFL Premier Division Winners’ medals: 2015-2016; 2016-2017 & 2018-2019 

➢ 2 x UCFL Challenge Cup Winners’ medals: 2015-2016 (Beating South William Street Celtic 4-1 in 
Home Farm) and 2018-2019 (Beating Drumcondra AFC 6-3 in the Oscar Traynor Centre in Coolock). 

➢ 1 x Richard Knight Cup Winners’ medal: 2015-2016 (Beating FC Sportslink Ailesbury 5-1 in VEC 
Terenure). 

➢ 2 x UCFL Barton Shield Winners’ medals: 2015-2016 (Beating AGP FC on penalties in VEC Terenure) 
and 2019-2010 (Beating Coolock FC on penalties in VEC Terenure). 

➢ 3 x UCFL Premier Division runners-up medals: 2013-2014; 2017-2018 & 2019-2020 

➢ 1 x Richard Knight runners-up medal: 2017-2018 (Losing in extra time to Harding IF at FAI HQ in 
Abbotstown). 

➢ 1 x UCFL Barton Shield runners-up medal: 2018-2019 (Losing 0-1 to Harding IF in VEC Terenure).
